Based on Regulation no. 380/2003 Coll., Directive of Czech State Veterinary Administration and Directive of assigned veterinary of bovine collection center, the below described tests have to be done and may not be older than 28 days (from sampling) in the moment of transport:

· easy tuberculin-test 
· serological blood tests for: 
· brucellosis
· leucosis
· IBR /ELISA/
· paratuberculosis 
· Q fever
· leptospirosis
· chlamydiosis
· BVD
· blue tongue (BT)
· Schmallenberg virus
· BT virological blood test
· Schmallenberg virological test
· BVD virological blood test /virus isolation or test on test viral antigen/
· test of lavage of prepucium on Campylobacter fetus ssp. veneralis a Trichomonas foetus /including younger than 6 months-old-animals/
· If bull were vaccinated against Blue tongue, veterinary doctor is obliged to confirm date of vaccination and date of vaccination


Negative results are required in all above mentioned tests, excluding serological BVD blood test, should be documented by scanned copy sent via email prior to transport.  
 
Condition:  The bulls must originate from herds free of: IBR, BAB, EBL, TBC-confirmed by certification
(formulation-„The bull originates from the herd free of BAB, EBL, TBC, IBR”)

If above mentioned test results are not included in veterinary certificate, there is no possibility to accept the bull in question to Hradistko quarantine.

The animals should be wormed and must have nose ring inserted. Cloven hoofs must be trimmed 14 day before transport if the bull´s hoof condition requires it.
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
